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BILINGUAL TEACHING ASSISTANT
support for children and teachers

“The job of an assistant to children with a different first language is extremely important. They help a child
feel better in a foreign and unfamiliar environment. They are the child’s confidant, help them understand
their lessons. Children from different cultures often have different needs, habits, behavior, it is constantly
necessary to explain things, be their friend, psychologist, teacher, confidant... And our assistant is all those
things*, says a teacher from Sdruzeni Elementary school.

What does a teaching assistant do?

A teaching assistant helps teachers with the process
of including children with special learning needs into
the lessons and into the school environment. They
also assist children with a different first language.

What does a bilingual teaching assistant do?

They are teaching assistants trained in providing
support for children with a different first language
and who ideally know the native language of the child
they are working with. Their task is also to prepare
special aids to facilitate communication (e.g. vocab-
ulary lists and communication cards).

Starting in a new school is difficult for a child with
insufficient language knowledge. The language gap
is often linked to feelings of loneliness and disori-
entation. The bilingual assistant can help them feel
welcome and safe.

Do you need advice regarding your child’s
education?

Turn to the class teacher of your child or to the
school guidance counsellor first. You can also
contact the META, o. p. s. association.

How can a bilingual teaching assistant provide
support for your child at school?

* They help the child, the parents, teachers, and
classmates overcome the language barrier in
communication.

* They help you and your child familiarize yourselves
with a new environment, new habits, and rules.

* They support the child’s adaptation, help with social
inclusion.

* They create study materials and specifically tailored
learning aids for the child.

* They support the child during classes, help them
understand the content.

* They motivate the child and give them overall
support.

* They provide you and the teacher with feedback
about progress and current needs of the child.
